BLUE------- Clean, drinkable water

An example of a fertilizer is
PINK------ Household hazardous waste

An example of a household hazardous waste is
PURPLE/MULTI-COLORED - Storm water

An example of a pesticide is
BLACK----- Industrial waste

An example of an industrial waste is
CREAM/WHITE - Household wastewater
